To justify th la  teaching, they refer to Matthew 18~3-6 
which reada: "Ver l ly  I say unto you, Except ye be converted, 
and become AS ZZttle children, ye shall not enter into the 
k l n g m  heaven. Whosoever thererore ahal l  humble hlmaelf 
AS thi8 l i t t l e  child the same 1s greatest in -kingdom 
of heaven, . - -' 

Notice that Jestls di8ntt say, "children are con- 
verted and wlll be greateat - kingdom. '' 
to Hi8 disci le8 telling them to cultivate characteristics 
that  little ch i  dren ought t o  have. He laen that a normal, 
well-trained chlld w i l l  be humble before hks parents and 
have impliclt faith In t h e i r  love, wisdom, and power to help 
h l m .  C h ~ i ~ t  wae simply p o l n t i n g  out that His followers need 
t h i s  quality In mder to Inherit God's Ktngdom.
