'your prince' i n  D a n i e l  10:22, tAe person who la te r  became 
Christ ? " 

There I s  B church whlch contends that Michael, who 

C h r i s t  certainly w a s ,  and I s ,  a Prince (Dan. 9 ~ 2 5 ) .  

was ca l l ed  "your p r u ~ e , ~ '  waB Christ. Is tkds assvmptfon true? 

But thSs SCrZptUre does no t  make R I m ~  prlnce who was named 
"Michael, I' 

The angelic being who gave Danfel the vieion recorded 
in chapter 10 told Daniel, ". . . the prlnce of the kingdom 
of Persia withstood me one and twenty dags: but, lo, Mfchael, ONE OF THE chief princes, came to heip  me ii (vtirse 13) .  . 
Notice t h a t  there was a r i m e  of Persia. T h a t  prince is 
ano the r  spirit being of %- equa rZik-€TTlTchael. 

Notice, also,  in this verse that Mlchael is called 
"ONE SF the chief pr lnces  T h l s  clearly indkcates that amor,& 
t h e  splr" there is more than one "chkef prlnce" -- more 
t k m  one of first  r a n k !  The com-dywer o! P-lnce PTichael 
and the p r i n c e  who d e l i v e r e d  the vision to Daniel (Ggbrle l )  
was emugh tha t  they w e r e  ab&e to subeue the  P r i n c e  of Persi~, 
an evil, r e b e l l l o u s  s p k l t  prince.  

But C h r i s t  13 rar superior to any or these crezted 
spirit pr inces ,  There are no o t h e r  princes of equal rank to 
Chrlst. But there are others  of Michael's rank! C h r i s t  is no t  
Mlcbacl, Michael is "yyour prlnce" -- the spirit s e t  to serve 
Zarael. Mlchael and the other princes over the n a t i o n s  are all 
subject t o  C h r l s t  who 16 Supreme Rules under the Father! 

The chief princes among God's created s p i r i t  beings 
have grea t  power and authori ty  over the nat iona .  But what Is 
the limit of t h e l r  authority? How far does t he i r  authority 
and power extend? In Jude 8 and 9 we read: 
dreamers ( e v l l  men) . . . deapfse dominion (au?hority), an6 
speak e v i l  of dignities (those who are given authority). Yet 
MlchaeL the archangel ( a  chief p r i n c e ) ,  when contending w i r h  
the d e v i l  he dispu5ed about the body of Moses, durst  not; br-Jng

agninnt him B railing accusstlon, but saitd, 'The Lord (Christ, -- who is MSckrael's superior) rebuke thee " 

Notice this scrlpzure! Evil men have no resuect f o r  
those in author i ty ,  but Miihael, who is an archangel, showed 
respect t o  the of f i ce  o f w i t g  of Satan t h e  D w i l .  By this 
scripture we can see very c lear ly  that Michael does n o t  have 
greater rank than S a t a n .  

But Chrlst does have greater rank. If Michael d i d  
have greater rank, he would have glven the  D e v i l  a command -- he c m l d  have done t h e  rebukfng himself,  instead of saying, 
"The Lord rebuke thee."

Tum to Matthew 4:10, Here we f i n d  Christ said to 
Satan:  "Get thee hence, Satan . . ." C h r i s t  gave S a t a n  a 
sharp command. Christ was of greater rank and authQrl ty .  
- L m  a u t h o r l t y  over Satan because He crea ted  him. 
Chrtst is the One t k ~  h w h o m  Father  created a l l  things 
(Col .  1:15-16; John 1:3* Lucifer, who became Satan ,  w8s but  
a crea ted  being (Ezek.  28:14-15).

Chriet ha8 been in authority over Satan since he was 
c r e a t e d  as Lucifer, But Michael was not In a u t h o r i t y  over h l m  
and could n o t  glve h l m  8 command: he could only p a s s  on 8 
rebuke -- a command -- from the Lord, ChrSst (Jude 9 ) .  

It is absolutely proven t h a t  Michael could not have 
been Chris t !  Michael is, Inatead,  an angelic being who LB pu+, 
i n  authority O v e r  other lesser angelkc belngs in God's govern- 
ment. He was one of the leaders among Godls faithful angels. 
But he dared n o t  usurp authority and command Satan, who is an 
unfa i th fu l ,  f a l l e n  cherub. 
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
